(RE)CONSTRUCTING THE PUBLIC SPACE: A THEORETICAL REFLECTION

Chu-joe Hsia

ABSTRACT

This paper attempts to contribute to a theoretical reconstruction of the public space. First, it
considers the discursive imaginations of the public sphere, public domain, public realm, and public
space, using Habermas', Friedmann's, and Sennet's deas of "the public". Then, Lefebvre's and
Soja's concept of the production of space is adapted and extended to theorization of public space.
Next, the masculine bourgeois centrality of public space is criticized. Finally, the corporate

takeover of urban public expression and alternative projects of public space are discussed.
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The author points out implications of the project of the alternative city; that the city belongs
to the citizen. The reconstruction project of the public space actually redefines the representation
of the space of the "citizen" and the "community" in the ashes of capitalism, which also proposes a
possibility of the alternative city. Voices from different social subjectivities expressed in urban
social movements and local mobilization raise real grassroots issues, and question the logic that

current systems and institutions can bring to bear on desirable cities and societies of tomorrow.
